The nose shows an 
attractive spice characteristic typical of 
Grenache, with hints of fennel, licorice and 
garrigue.  Lifted red fruits of cheery and 
savoury bacon notes.  There is an abundance 
of ripe warm Barossa mid palate depth with 
balanced and fine oak playing a secondary 
role.
